The Team Captain should email the team members’ names and the Team Name to mary_mcclain28@yahoo.com ASAP.
· Get sponsors!!

Ask friends, co-workers, businesses, clubs, and family members to sponsor you.  Tax receipts will be issued for donations of $20 or greater.  There will be a trophy awarded to the team that raises the most money and your team will receive a FreeBee for every $200 raised above $600.  The FreeBees will keep you in the game longer – and add to your fun!

· Invite everyone you know to attend the BEE to cheer you on!

Tickets are $5 for adults and $3 for children at the door.  Doors will open at 6:00 p.m.  All money raised through ticket sales at the door will be given to the Demopolis Middle School Junior Beta Club to offset their expenses for State Convention.

2013 ADULT SPELLING BEE RULES
1. Each team will consist of 3 members including the Team Captain, who is the designated speller.

2. Team members will stay seated with their team on the stage until it is the team’s turn to spell.  At that time, team members will go to the spelling table at the front of the stage.  If your team spells the word correctly, then the team members should go back to their seats on the stage.  If your team misspells the word and is eliminated, then your team should leave the stage and find a place in the audience.

3. The lead Justice of the Honey Bee Court will pronounce the word, give the definition of the word, and pronounce it once more.

4. Words will be pronounced according to the diacritical markings in the Merriam Webster’s dictionary.

5. Team members may ask for one additional pronunciation of the word, but no more.

6. Team members may collaborate on the spelling of the word; scrap paper and pencils will be provided.

7. Once a word is given, team members will have 60 seconds to collaborate AND spell the word.  A warning will be given when 20 seconds remain.  If the Team Captain has not completed spelling the word when time is called, then the team will be eliminated from the competition, except as provided in Rule 16.

8. The Team Captain is encouraged to pronounce the word before and after spelling it.  However, no team will be eliminated if the speller does not pronounce the word.
9. The Team Captain may stop spelling a word and start over once, but must retrace the spelling from the beginning.  The speller will be considered finished when the last letter in a word is given.

10. Upon misspelling a word, the team will be eliminated, except as provided in Rule 16.

11. The Official Timer called the “Bee Keeper” will be responsible for calling the time during the spelling bee.

12. The Justices of the “Honey Bee Court” will determine if a word is spelled correctly and make the final decision on all issues.  The Honey Bee Court rulings are final. 
13. There is not an official study booklet for this competition.  All words listed in the dictionary may be considered for this contest.

14. Teams may not use any type of electronics during the competition.

15. A team is not considered the champion until it has correctly spelled one more word than the team placing second.

16. FreeBees can be earned in 2 ways:  
1.  For every $200 your team raises above the minimum $600 to compete, your team will earn a FreeBee. 
2.  Teams may solicit audience members to purchase FreeBees for them for $20 each.  
How does this work?  If during your team’s 60 seconds you realize that you need a FreeBee, then the Team Captain should hold up the Bee Swatter.  At this time the lead Justice will give the team permission to solicit a $20 FreeBee from the audience.  If your team does not obtain a FreeBee from an audience member, then your team will be eliminated from the competition.
If a team does have a FreeBee then how are FreeBees redeemed?  If your team has a FreeBee then the team will roll a die to determine which of the following 3 actions will apply:
1. Free Pass to the next round.

2. Ask a Friend in the audience to spell the word that was just given to your team to spell.

3. Be given a new word to spell.
